The BeeKind Collection features Gilchrist & Soames’ Signature formulations, which contain no parabens, phthalates, petrol-derived ingredients, mineral oil, urea, DEA, TEA or propylene glycol.  They do contain food-grade, naturally derived USP glycerin; natural conditioning agents from honey and the Brassica plant; and soybean and cottonseed oil, instead of petrochemicals.  The BeeKind formulations are also free of any artificial colours or dyes. 

Along with the eco-friendly packaging and formulas, the company is supporting honey bees and sustainable pollination research.   This is due to the honey bee being in decline, which will have a serious effect on food production around the world.  Gilchrist and Soames will also donate a portion of the proceeds of the sales of the BeeKind Collection to the research dedicated to saving honey bees.
